EUTC Announces Joint Networking Session Involving ICT4SMARTDG and SEESGEN-ICT

EUTC has announced that a Joint Networking Session entitled: "ICT for SmartGrids with DER: Building the European Power System of Tomorrow" and involving ICT4SMARTDG and SEESGEN-ICT Thematic Networks (TNs) will be organised on the occasion of ICT 2010 that will take place in Brussels on 27-29 September 2010.  
 
ICT 2010 is a biennial event that has become a unique gathering point for researchers, business people, investors, and high level policy makers in the field of digital innovation. The scope of the Session in terms of stakeholders involved will be as open as possible; target audience will count Energy Operators (Regulators, TSOs, DSOs, Aggregators, manufacturers, End Users associations, Research organisations, Universities) and ICT Industry.
